FIRST SUNDAY OF THE FAIR
RULES and REGULATIONS

Based on the Rules and Regulations of the NewadgGiant Pumpkin Growers Association and the Git&itv
Lawrence Growers.

1. Fruit shall be grown in the State of Maine.

2. Pumpkin/squash must be grown and cared for byxhibitor.

3. Exhibitor can only enter one specimen per classth@e: can be no more than three entries per family
household per division.

4. Specimens must be sound healthy and undamageded$miust be free of rot, chemical residue (furtgsi
holes/cracks through to the cavity and serioussmits). This is a subjective matter for the judigedecide. We
include the term “serious” before soft spots, beeaaome pumpkins will exhibit minor soft spots whie no way
compromises the soundness of the pumpkin.

5. No foreign material is permitted to be includedhie weighing. The vine must be trimmed to one ifnom the
stem of the fruit. The judges reserve the rigHutly inspect each specimen before the weighRefusal to allow
the inspection of the entry will cause said entrip¢ disqualified.

6. Competition will consist of two divisions: (a) ddyb) children — 12 years and under, with thrisses in each
division:

CLASSES: 1) Giant Pumpkin — any fruit cream, yellow-to-ogarin color. Minimum 75%.
2) Giant Squash — any fruit green-to-gray itoco
3) Old-Fashion Jock-O-Lantern Pumpkin.

7. Fruit will be accepted on the first Sunday of ttaérFrom 9 AM to 10 AM at the Agricultural Tent.

8. Fruit will be weighed on the first Sunday of tharFas they come in.

9. All entries must remain on exhibit for the duratwiwindsor Fair and may be picked up on Labor Bfigr 6:00
P.M. and 10:00
